The meeting was called to order at 6:40PM. 
 

President DePina welcomed everyone to the annual budget meeting and discussed that there were two 

items on the agenda for tonightôs meeting: 
 

Voting on the Slate of Officers for 2012, and Approval of the 2012 Calendar year budget 
 

After a show of hands it was determined that there was a Quorum present and President DePina turned the 

meeting over to Mr. Pratt, Secretary/Treasurer for presentation of the Slate of officers and directors.

A motion was made to accept the slate as presented, and then seconded. 

Being no further discussion, the slate was unanimously approved. 
 

Mr. Pratt then presented the 2012 budget, a motion was made to except the budget as presented, seconded 

and then opened for discussion. 
 

Several questions arose relative to the aggressive membership revenues and what it meant to the 

membership if we were not successful in our upcoming campaign for new members.  
 

Mr. Pratt presented a ñwhat ifò scenario relative to the membership numbers and explained several 

different outcomes if we met 25%, 50%, 75% of membership goals. Mr. Pratt further explained that in all 

three scenarios the golfing membership would still be more cost effective for the than it was in 2010. 
 

In addition, Mr. Pratt explained that a meeting would be held in late February or early March to discuss 

the membership drive and the effect it will have on the budget for 2012. Mr. Pratt further explained that 

this would allow any existing member enough time to make a decision relative to the dues changes and 

their participation in the 2012 golf year.   
 

Being no further questions, Mr. Pratt requested a vote on the budget as presented, which was 

unanimously approved. 
 

Mr. Pratt present the final area of discuss for the night, which centered around the continued effort to 

collect the member receivables and the need to have a credit card on file. Starting in the next few monthsô 

members will be receiving a form in the mail or through email, which needed to be completed and 

returned to the office, or they can come in the office directly. The form will require every member to put a 

credit card on file with the office which will be used to charge delinquent accounts that become more that 

the 40 days past due.  Prior to charging the credit card members will be called ahead of time and will be 

allowed to come in with 48 hours to pay the outstanding balance prior to the credit card being charged.  
 

Mr. Pratt thanked everyone for their attendance at the meeting.  

 

Being no further business, a motion was made to adjourn the Annual meeting. The motion was 

seconded. The meeting adjourned at 7:10 PM.

Article XX Indebtedness 

ñAll indebtedness of members of the Club, including dues, shall be paid within 

thirty (30) days of the billing date.  The name of any member whose indebtedness 

shall not have been paid within this time shall be posted in the Club house and he 

or she shall be denied all privileges of the Club until such indebtedness is paid in 

full. He or she may be expelled for its non-payment by a vote of two-thirds of the 

Governing Board.ò 

             In the last member meeting it was agreed to have all members register a credit 

card .Going forward this will only be used when your account is more than 40 days 

overdue and you have been called. To let you know. 

We have included  the Credit Card Authorization sheet in this mailing. Please fill 

this out and mail it back to the office.   

The club is no longer in a financial position to wait over 45 days for payment.  For 

anyone who prefers to go on auto pay please call or stop by he office. 
 

We will be sending out certified letters to members that are past due more than 60 

days from the billing date.  Members less than 60 days past due must clear up their 

account by January 15th or we will be posting names and denying all club  

privileges.  Also, please know that we are giving our members 7 days from the time 

of the certified letter to correct the account. In some cases, the change to electronic 

billing may have contributed to this problem.  If you havenôt received a bill please 

contact the office and we will mail or fax your bill to you.  We regret the need for 

this strong action but we have an obligation to all members that pay their bills on 

time to ensure everyone meets their obligations.
